Now, therefore, be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: 

Section 1.	A 20 Miles Per Hour Speed Limit on Rolling Hills Neighborhood including: Rolling Hills Road, Rolling Hills Circle, Rolling Hills Place, Greystone Place, Devondale Circle, Greystone Road, and Bershire Place.

Section 2.	The Traffic Control Map and Traffic Control File, established by the Code of the City of Charleston, West Virginia, two thousand three, as amended, Traffic Law, Section 263, Division 2, Article 4, Chapter 114, shall be amended to conform with this Ordinance.

Section 3.	All prior Ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of said inconsistency.

Councilmember Reishman, Chair of the Council Committee on Finance, submitted the following reports:

1. Your committee on Finance has had under consideration the following resolution, and reports the same to Council with the recommendation that Resolution No. 841-16 do pass.
Resolution No. 841-16 - Authorizing the Mayor and Chief of Police to execute and enter into a Subaward Recipient Agreement with Appalachia High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (“HIDTA”) for funds from the United States Office of National Drug Control Policy (“ONDCP”) in the total amount of $149,000.00 to be awarded to the Metro Drug Enforcement Network Team (“MDENT”).  The 2017 calendar year funds are designated for purchase of evidence and information ($20,000); seven (7) full-time officers at $17,000 each ($119,000); and overtime for four (4) part-time interdiction officers at $2,500 each ($10,000).

Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: 

That the Mayor and Chief of Police are hereby authorized and directed to execute and enter into a Subaward Recipient Agreement with Appalachia High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (“HIDTA”) for funds from the United States Office of National Drug Control Policy (“ONDCP”) in the total amount of $149,000.00 to be awarded to the Metro Drug Enforcement Network Team (“MDENT”).  The 2017 calendar year funds are designated for purchase of evidence and information ($20,000); seven (7) full-time officers at $17,000 each ($119,000); and overtime for four (4) part-time interdiction officers at $2,500 each ($10,000).

Now Therefore, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia:

That, the City of Charleston Homeless Encampment and Transient Outdoor Temporary Living Policy, attached hereto as Exhibit A, is adopted for the purpose of formally articulating the policy of the City, and providing guidance for lessening the adverse effects caused by an individual’s lack of a permanent home or residence while protecting the interests of private property owners and all residents and visitors to the City of Charleston; and

That upon final review, revision, and approval by legal counsel, the Mayor or City Manager are hereby authorized to enter into an Agreement between the City of Charleston and Prestera Center, consistent with Exhibit B hereto, for the purpose of increasing the City’s annual contribution to Prestera from $48,000.00 to $75,000.00 (subject to budgetary appropriations), payable in monthly installments of $6,250.00, for the purpose of employment by Prestera of  two (2) full-time outreach workers dedicated to the City to serve as liaison between law enforcement, the business community, and homeless individuals in order to assist persons experiencing homelessness within the City while also recognizing the interests of businesses, private property owners, and residents and visitors to the City.

Bill No. 7724 – A BILL to amend Article VII, Division 3, Section 114 of the Municipal Code of the City of Charleston entitled “Per-hour parking fees established, “by raising the fee to bag a meter from $5.00 to $15.00 per day.

Now, therefore, be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia:
1.	That Article VII Division 3 Section 114 of the Municipal Code of the City of Charleston is hereby amended to read as follows:
Sec. 114-622.-Per-hour parking fees established.
In the areas bounded by Broad Street on the east, Kanawha Boulevard on the south, Elk River on the west, and Piedmont Road on the north, the rental fee for use of any single on-street metered parking meters shall allow a maximum of two hours at the rate of $0.50 per hour as required by the instructions printed upon each meter. Provided, where it is determined by the streets and traffic committee that there is a need for further regulation and control of vehicles parking within this area, the city may designate individual on-street metered parking spaces within this area to allow for less than the maximum of two hours at a rate of not more than $0.25 per fifteen-minute increments. Any such parking space shall have the time restrictions and rates printed upon each meter. If the city consents to temporarily bagging or removing a meter to accommodate construction or other activity, the rental fee shall be $15.00 per day or any portion of a day for each such meter. 
2.	All prior ordinances or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
