REPORTS OF COMMITTEES

COMMITTEE ON PLANNING

Council lady Davis, Chair of the Council Committee on Planning, submitted the following reports:

1. Your committee on Planning had under consideration bill #7676 attached hereto and made a part thereof.
Your committee finds:
· The petitioners provided the city enough land for an adequate right of way and “T” type turnaround; therefore the request is consistent with the subdivision regulations; and
· Being able to provide snow removal for the entire street will increase the safety of the residences living on the street.
Bill No. 7676- A Bill dedicating as a public right of way, a 137.97 foot long right of way located at the end of Hilltop Court, situate in the Charleston Fifteenth Ward Tax District, Kanawha County, West Virginia.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA:

1.	The 137.97 foot long public right of way containing approximately 4,395 square feet, located between Lots 18, 24, and Lot 1, of the Josephine E. Rhodes Addition, situate in Charleston Fifteenth Ward Tax District, Kanawha County, West Virginia, as shown on the that certain map entitled “RIGHTS-OF-WAY ALONG HILLTOP COURT ACROSS LOTS 1, 18, & 24, JOSEPHINE E. RODES SUBDIVISION, IN THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, KANAWHA COUNTY, WEST VIRGINIA TO BE CONVEYED TO THE CITY OF CHARLESTON” prepared by William R. Gunnoe, WV Professional Land Surveyor No. 801, dated November 5, 2015, and attached hereto as Exhibit A. The right of way containing two tracts of land is more particular described as follows: 
	
Tract 1, Beginning at a P.K. Nail set on the southeast corner of a 20’ wide right of way extending down Hilltop Court from Bendview Drive, in the City of Charleston, Kanawha County, West Virginia, thence leaving end of said right of way and beginning a new 20’ wide right of way along the southerly line of a parcel of land owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, thence with said property line  N62º53’25”W, 77.02’ to a P.K. Nail on dividing line between two parcels owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, then N24º27’07”E, 20.02’ to a point on the northerly side of proposed right of way, then S62º53’25”E, 77.97’ to a point on the division line between two parcels of land owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, said point being at the north westerly corner of the existing right of way extending from Bendview Drive, thence following end of said right of way S29º 50’35”W, 20.02’ to the point of beginning containing 1,559 square feet.

Tract 2, Beginning at a P.K. Nail on dividing line between two parcels owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, then N62º53’25”W, 36.87’ to a P.K. Nail, then N62º53’25”W, 23.13’ to a point at the end of said new right of way, then leaving said property line N27º06’35”E, 20.00’ to a point, thence with the northerly line of said new right of way, S62º53’25”E, 59.07’ to a point, then S24º27’07”W, 20.02’  to the point of beginning containing 1,191 square feet.


Tract 3, Beginning at a point located N62º53’25”W, 31.75’ from a P.K. Nail set on the southeast corner of a 20’ wide right of way extending down Hilltop Court from Bendview Drive, in the City of Charleston, Kanawha County, West Virginia. Thence along the southerly division line between parcels of land owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, and property located at No. 3 Hilltop Court, formerly owned by Lloyd C. and Gloria K. Hart thence with said property line  N62º53’25”W, 45.27’ to a P.K. Nail on dividing line between two parcels owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, and said No. 3 Hilltop Court, then N62º53’25”W, 36.87’ to a P.K. Nail, then N62º53’25”W, 23.13’ to a point at the end of said new right of way, said point being on the division line between parcel of land owned by Howard  F. and Sherry K. Swint, and property located at No. 3 Hilltop Court, then leaving said property line S27º06’35”W, 20.00’ to a point, then S62º53’25”E, 60.00’ to a point, then N27º06’35”E, 10.00’ to a point then S62º53’25”E, 45.13’ to the division line between said lot at No. 3 Hilltop Court and lot No.131, following said division line N27º55’09”E, 10.00’ to the point of beginning, containing 1,645 square feet.

2.	The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is hereby authorized to receive and accept the proffer of dedication as a city street, a proper deed conveying a right of way to the City of Charleston, a West Virginia public body, corporate and politic, and their successors in office, all rights, title and interest in and to said real property as described in Section 1 above.

3.	All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Council lady Davis moved to approve the Bill.  Councilman Lane seconded the motion.  A roll call was taken.

With a majority of members elected recorded thereon as voting in the affirmative the Mayor declared the bill adopted.
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2. Your committee on Planning had under consideration bill #7677 attached hereto and made a part thereof.
Your committee finds:
· The right of way is unimproved and is not part of the transportation network;
· Closing the right of way will not negatively impact any of the surrounding area since the petitioner owns the land on either side of it; and 
· The City has approved similar requests along Kanawha Avenue.
Bill No. 7677-  A Bill closing, abandoning and discontinuing as a public right of way 51st Street between Kanawha Avenue and the Kanawha River, in the City of Charleston, West Virginia, and reserving a sanitary and storm sewer easement for the City of Charleston.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA:

1.	The public right of way commonly known as 51st Street between Kanawha Avenue and the Kanawha River, located in the 17th Ward of the City of Charleston, Kanawha County, West Virginia, more aptly described as follows:

To find the Point of Beginning at a point on bank of Kanawha River; thence with said river for one line, S 49 - 19’ E 60.03 feet to a pint on said river bank; thence S 39 - 00’ W 308.24 feet to a point on the north right of way of Kanawha Avenue; thence with said Kanawha Avenue for one line; thence N 51- 00’ W 60.00 feet to a 5/8 inch diameter rebar set; thence leaving said Kanawha Avenue; thence N 39 - 00’ E passing a 5/8 inch diameter rebar set at 266.73 feet, in all 310.00 feet to the place of the beginning and containing 0.43 acre more or less as surveyed by Richard E. Kinder Jr. PS of Eagle Surveying Inc., Charleston, West Virginia and shown on a plat entitled “Plat of Survey Showing a 0.43 Acre Portion of 51st Street to be Closed” dated September 17, 2015 attached hereto and made a part of this description.

2.	The City of Charleston hereby reserves a sewer easement for the full width and length of the above-described right of way for the purpose of construction, maintenance, repair and removal of storm and sanitary sewer lines.  No person shall construct improvements or take any other actions which would interfere with this easement, or alter the present surface profile or contour of the subject right of way by more than one (1) foot without written permission of the City Engineer and Charleston Sanitary Board.

3.	The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is herby authorized an directed to execute, acknowledge and deliver a proper deed conveying to Nancy Lovell and her successors in office, all right, title and interest in and to said property as described in Section 1 above, except as provided in Section 2 above, for the consideration of nine thousand three hundred and sixty six dollars and no cents ($9,366.00).

4.	All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Council lady Davis moved to pass the bill, but first refer the bill to the finance committee. Councilman Lane seconded the motion.  By unanimous vote, the motion passed.
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3. Your committee on Planning had under consideration a request to rename the 900 and 1000 block of Lewis Street to John Norman Street.
Your Committee finds:
· The name complies with the E911 Addressing Regulations;
· The street naming is part of a larger effort to honor the African American heritage in the Block Historic District; and
· This portion of Lewis Street is separated from the rest of Lewis Street by two blocks; therefor the name change will not adversely affect navigation of the street system.
Council lady Davis moved to approve the street renaming. Councilman Lane seconded the motion. With a majority of members elected recorded thereon as voting in the affirmative the Mayor declared the street renaming approved.

1.	The public right of way commonly known as 51st Street between Kanawha Avenue and the Kanawha River, located in the 17th Ward of the City of Charleston, Kanawha County, West Virginia, more aptly described as follows:

To find the Point of Beginning at a point on bank of Kanawha River; thence with said river for one line, S 49 - 19’ E 60.03 feet to a pint on said river bank; thence S 39 - 00’ W 308.24 feet to a point on the north right of way of Kanawha Avenue; thence with said Kanawha Avenue for one line; thence N 51- 00’ W 60.00 feet to a 5/8 inch diameter rebar set; thence leaving said Kanawha Avenue; thence N 39 - 00’ E passing a 5/8 inch diameter rebar set at 266.73 feet, in all 310.00 feet to the place of the beginning and containing 0.43 acre more or less as surveyed by Richard E. Kinder Jr. PS of Eagle Surveying Inc., Charleston, West Virginia and shown on a plat entitled “Plat of Survey Showing a 0.43 Acre Portion of 51st Street to be Closed” dated September 17, 2015 attached hereto and made a part of this description.

2.	The City of Charleston hereby reserves a sewer easement for the full width and length of the above-described right of way for the purpose of construction, maintenance, repair and removal of storm and sanitary sewer lines.  No person shall construct improvements or take any other actions which would interfere with this easement, or alter the present surface profile or contour of the subject right of way by more than one (1) foot without written permission of the City Engineer and Charleston Sanitary Board.

3.	The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is herby authorized an directed to execute, acknowledge and deliver a proper deed conveying to Nancy Lovell and her successors in office, all right, title and interest in and to said property as described in Section 1 above, except as provided in Section 2 above, for the consideration of nine thousand three hundred and sixty six dollars and no cents ($9,366.00).

5. All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
Councilman Harrison moved to approve the Bill.  Councilman Lane seconded the motion.  A roll call was taken.
