COMMITTEE ON FINANCE

Councilman Reishman, Chair of the Council Committee on Finance, submitted the following reports:

1. Your committee on Finance has had under consideration Resolution No. 716-16, and reports the same to Council with the recommendation that the resolution do pass.

Resolution No. 716 -16 	:     “Authorizing the Mayor or his designee to submit a grant application to the West Virginia Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety Homeland Security for funds in the amount of $100,000 to provide for an upgrade of the security systems in City Hall and the City Service Center.”

Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: 

That the Mayor or his designee are hereby authorized and directed to submit a grant application to the West Virginia Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety Homeland Security for funds in the amount of $100,000 to provide for an upgrade of the security systems in City Hall and the City Service Center.

Councilman Reishman moved to approve the Resolution. Councilman Ware seconded the motion. With a majority of members elected recorded thereon as voting in the affirmative the Mayor declared Resolution 716-16 adopted.
