FLOAT CONTEST RULES & GUIDELINES

1. A float is defined as a structure on a trailer, which is pulled by a tow vehicle or self-propelled. Be sure to include lighting, as the parade is at night!
2. Float contest entries will be judged based on the following criteria: (a) incorporation of the 2021 Charleston Christmas Parade theme, (b) creativity and originality, (c) float design and quality workmanship.
3. All floats must have handholds for all passengers standing on the float, and secure, safe seating for all others on-board.

4. No individuals or large décor elements are permitted to hang over the sides of floats and vehicles.

5. All float contest participants must appear in full uniform or costume.

6. Identification signs or banners are encouraged for entries in the parade and contest. However, the listing of telephone numbers, addresses or statements will not be allowed.

7. All floats must have an approved and properly charged fire extinguisher on board.

8. Parade organizers reserve the right to reject any entry at any time. All decisions are final.
